Using a 3mm drill bit, drill two 
holes through the head into the top 
of the jambs approx 75mm deep. 
Countersink as necessary.

Fix the jambs using 2no 75mm 
screws both ends.

Position the 818 pivots as shown with the 
leading edge in line with the front edge of the 
frame. Carefully Counterbore into the frame 
using a router for the pivot housings.
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05 INSTALL YOUR FRAME IN THE OPENING
Using appropriate fi xings, attach the frame in the opening with the front of the jamb face either in line, or slightly in front of the 
facing wall (2-3mm).

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06 CHECK YOUR INTERNAL REBATE MEASUREMENT
Before proceeding, check the internal frame rebate dimensions to ensure they are correct & adjust frame as necessary.

07 INSTALLING YOUR DOORS

A: Fit the pivot hinges into pre-machined holes in the frame jambs with each pivot pin facing each other (reversing the hinge 
fl ag as necessary by unscrewing the bolt through the hinge).

B: Screw in the main body of the bolt into the mounting plate until the back of the hinge fl ag is approx 1mm from jamb face for 
optimum adjustment.

09 FRENCH FOLD - 4 DOOR
Fit drop bolts and door overview of door operation. 
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11 ATTACHING THE DOORS

A. �Attach each pivot door to the pivot hinges leaving a 3mm gap at the top of the door between the door & frame-head.

B. �Using 3 No face fix 282SS hinges attach the daily access door (& slave door) to the pivot doors being careful to place them on the 
correct edge of the doors (refer door overview arrangements)

C. �Fit the T piece section to the meeting stile of the slave door to act as a door stop for the master door.

D. �Adjust the doors as necessary to ensure they are square and operate properly.

E. Trim the door stop beads to the width of the pivot door and attach to the frame head to stop the pivot door closing past 180˚.

F. Once the door stops are fitted, close the doors and mark out positions of the drop bolt keeps on the head, face fix using screws provided 
(dust box not required). Repeat on any flush bolts for the bottom of the doors.
